What does a certified coach do?

A certified coach is responsible for
training staff, both professional and
non-regulated, that care for persons
with dementia in the long term care
sector. The curriculum is to be deliv-
ered in a 7.5 hour day by two certified
coaches. You will be required to teach
at least three sessions per year to
maintain your certification. The cur-
riculum is appropriate for all staff in
LTC facilities and adult day programs.
In certifying you as a GPA coach, the
CGEC authorizes you to teach the GPA
educational program to the staff within
the geographical region of your work-
place. You will not charge fees for pro-
viding the GPA curriculum.
