It’s time to submit your Certified Coach Tracking Form! 

Coaches are reminded that you are required to facilitate at least 3 sessions per year January—

December.  Please go to the website and download the tracking form, fill it out and fax it to 

the CGEC office.  This form also gives you the opportunity to update your contact informa-

tion.  Please keep your contact information current.  If you are unable to facilitate 3 sessions 

by the end of December 2008, please advise the office.  All coaches are encouraged to rotate 

their teaching team—teams of 2 or 3 are permitted.  If you are an in-house coach, it is recommended 

that you teach with a community GPA Certified Coach at least once per year with the intention of 

preserving the continuity  of the curriculum delivery.
